lift/pump station and such condition that could affect the life, health and safety of the Village and Village residents;

Whereas, the Village Board of Trustees of the Village of Port Dickinson has and hereby determines that it is
essential that an replacement pump and appurtenances thereto be installed at the earliest possible moment in order to
protect the health and safety of the Village and Village residents;

Now Therefore Be It Resolved, that the Village Board of the Village of Port Dickinson hereby authorizes the award
of a contract for this public work at a cost not to exceed $40,000.
